There
are about fourteen millions football players in Europe
and there are also many players in South America,
mainly Brazil. Some famous soccer players are
Maradona, Pelé, and David Beckham. In Chile we have
Alexis Sanchez, Arturo Vidal, lIvan Zamorano, to hame
a few. -
People have been playing football for hundreds of years. The Chinese played a game called
“Tsu chu”, a game similar to football. “Tsu” means “to kick” and “chu” means ball. But, the
sport, football, as we know today started in Britain.

At the beginning, it was a very violent game, because it didn’t have rules. So, queens and
kings didn’t allow people to play it.

In 1848, the University of Cambridge made the first football rules and now people can play it
safely.
